e Ethics: Ethical challenges for researchers when making research results available for (mis)use in
the formulation, implementation and discussion of policies?

We proceed with
short presentations on the relationship between research and policy making/implementation in
selected EMN member countries and finally discuss how to make research based knowledge useful
for policy development/implementation.
